Jerry Gewe was thanked for his many years of service as president.  Bill Engels made a motion to provide Jerry with lifetime dues-free membership, seconded by Rod Fishburn.  The motion was approved.

Jack Feldman and Scott Munson reported on a meeting they had with Councilmember (CM) John Lee.  They met as individuals not as representatives of WPA.  The CM indicated he was not aware of the pass-thru costs and the potential increases. Jack and Scott questioned whether LADWP is following the requirements of Council’s LA 100 motion.  They pointed out there is still no realistic cost data.
