The meeting was called to order at 10:04 AM by Julie Spacht, President

RECENT ACTIONS AND REPORTS:
The departure of Janisse Quinones has led to some changes in LADWP management.  Two significant changes are the selection of David Hanson as Interim General Manager and Jason Rondou as Chief Operating Officer & Senior Assistant General Manager – Power System.

There was discussion regarding Jim McDaniel’s article about a new GM for LADWP.  The article emphasizes the need for the Mayor and City Council to choose a candidate who will ensure that the advantages of public ownership are protected and maintained.  It was moved by Walter Zeisl and seconded by Jack Feldman to forward the article to the LADWP Board and other elected officials.  The motion was approved.  It was further moved by Jerry Gewe and seconded by Walter Zeisl to send the article to City Watch.  The motion was approved.

Julie Spacht noted the passing of Ron Tognazzini.  Ron was key player in LADWP’s earthquake preparedness planning and earthquake readiness.
