CALL TO ORDER: 
The meeting was called to order at 10:10 AM by Julie Spacht, President

APPROVAL ITEMS:
1. [bookmark: _Hlk124346093]Minutes: The April 2026 Board meeting notes were transmitted to all Board members before today’s meeting. Bill Engels moved and Phyllis Currie seconded the motion to approve.  The meeting notes were approved.  
2. Treasurer’s Reports: The Treasurer’s April 2026 reports were transmitted to all Board members before the meeting. Paul Schultz moved and Scott Munson seconded the motion to approve. The Treasurer’s Reports were approved.  

RECENT ACTIONS AND REPORTS:
Julie Spacht reported the letter regarding qualifications for the new LADWP General Manager was sent to the Board and other elected officials.  Some acknowledgements of receipt were sent but no other comments.

Scott Munson reported the approval of the Scattergood EIR by City Council has been delayed.  He noted the presentation on LA 100 to the Board on May 12, 2026included costs and a comparison between LA 100 and SB 100.  He indicated the Board asked no questions. He noted the Council is not incentivized to act if they are not receiving complaints and also pointed out that many customers are not even paying so have no reason to complain.

Julie Spacht polled the attendees regarding interest in a LA Harbor tour.  There was interest.  Tour will likely be midweek in June or July.

Julie Spacht sought WPA members to man our booth at the retiree picnic on June 12.  There were a few volunteers.

REPORT FOR COMMITTEES:
Program – Paul Schultz discussed tentatively scheduled speakers for future meetings.  Additional ideas include the Rate Payer Advocate and a LA 100 update.

Legislative - Windy Yancy reported on Councilmember (CM) outreach.  Next meeting with CM Nazarian is June 10.  She has reached out to all the even number CMs (those not up for reelection).  Also attempting to connect with CM Rodriguez.  Jerry Gewe would like to bring two issues to CM Nazarian’s attention: curtailing Mono Lake diversions would require purchase of 16,000 AF of water per year from MWD.  The six-year cost is estimated to be $121,000,000 for untreated water or $165,000,000 for treated water plus an additional cost of more than $1.25M/year to replace lost generation from the Gorge Power Plants, and costs of LA 100 as reported in a Board presentation.
